The goals of this research program are (1) to establish a longitudinal multiethnic Canadian cohort of SLE patients, (2) to characterize ethnic differences in clinical manifestations and disease outcome, (3) to identify socioeconomic, cultural, and environmental factors influencing the course and outcome of lupus in different ethnic groups, and (4) to determine the prognostic value of anti-Smith (anti-Sm) antibody in these patients.
